VILLAGE OF MORRILL BOARD OF TRUSTEES

A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on February 09, 2016 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village of Morrill Legion Hall.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, in the Mitchell Index, a newspaper published and of general circulation in the Village.  The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.
Chairman Tony Schuler presided and Village Clerk/Treasurer Janine Schmidt, recorded the proceedings. Chairman Schuler directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted in the back of the room on the west wall for the public’s review.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  The following Board Members were present: Denise Sinner, Robert Betancur, Bill Schmidt, Tony Schuler, and Jim Swenson.   Absent:  None.  Also in attendance was Janine Schmidt, Village Clerk/Treasurer and Adam Hoesing, Village Attorney.
Moved by Board Member Sinner, seconded by Board Member Schmidt, that:

Board Chairman Schuler asked if there were any changes to the agenda. There were none.  Board Chairman Schuler asked if any citizens with business not scheduled on the agenda wished to include an item providing the Village Board determines the item requires emergency action. There were none.

Megan Hayward with Joseph R. Hewgley presented to the board that the drawings and specifications were completed for the Village of Morrill Village Hall Remodel Project.  The base bid project estimate is $383,354.00 and with contingency $421,689.40.  Megan also presented alternate bids with additional work with a total project estimate $516,897.00 and with contingency $568,586.70.  Discussion was held regarding a remodel versus building a new office.  Megan estimated a new building would cost between $685,000.00 and $700,000.00 for the same size building as the current Village Hall.  Discussion was held regarding what direction to move and it was decided that this will be tabled and brought back to the March 2016 meeting.

Pete Cawiezel reported that the Library staff evaluations were all completed and that there were not any issues.  Pete informed the Board that Brenda Jinks will be leaving her position.  Pete asked that the light be repaired in the alley by the Library.  Brenda Jinks informed the Board that she is working with the Library Board and getting a plan into place during the transition period.  Brenda also recommended that the Board consider making the Librarian a full-time with benefits position.

Moved by Board Member Betancur, seconded by Board Member Schmidt, to:

1.  Approve Haz-Mat Response Inc.’s rates for disaster mitigation.

Board Chairman Schuler discussed the process for hiring seasonal help.  The Village Clerk, Deputy Clerk, Chairman of the Board and Department Head will form a hiring committee and will be involved in hiring of all seasonal help.

Discussion was held regarding Board of Director pay and if this should be reported on a form 1099 or a W-2 each year.  After discussion with Annie Loutzenhiser, CPA, Janine informed the Board that since they are not considered employee’s the proper way to report the earnings is with a 1099.

An opportunity for public comment was then provided. Several topics were discussed.  Pete Cawiezel announced that there will be a reception for Brenda Jinks on February 25, 2016 from 3:00 to 7:00 P.M.  Pete also informed the board that the Morrill Business Expo will be held, Sunday, March 20th from 1:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. at the Morrill American Legion.  Pete noted that along Highway 26 by Penny’s Diner and the gas station there were 4-6 street lights that were not working.  Teresa Shaw mentioned that there is a street light across from her house just west of Steen Park that continually goes on and off for up to 30 minutes at a time.  Chairman Shuler asked Clerk Schmidt to have the Electrical Department take a night where they drive the Village and check for working lights.  Teresa also asked if the golf rates were going to stay the same.  Chairman Schuler said he would talk with Skip Stapleton and a decision will be made about the 2016 rates.  Dallas Ewald asked if there was an electrical rate increase.  He stated his bill keeps going up each month and that he doesn’t have anything running but one space heater and two small heaters on a timer.  Dallas stated it was double what it normally runs for this time of year.  The Electrical crew will go out and check to meter to make sure it is working properly and make sure the reading is accurate.  Chairman Schuler presented Village bills for his personal property.  Chairman Schuler stated he had heard a rumor that because he was Chairman of the Board he didn’t have to pay his Village bills and he presented them for viewing.
