VILLAGE OF MORRILL BOARD OF TRUSTEES

A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on March 08, 2016 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village of Morrill Legion Hall.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, in the Mitchell Index, a newspaper published and of general circulation in the Village.  The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.
Chairman Tony Schuler presided and Village Clerk/Treasurer Janine Schmidt, recorded the proceedings. Chairman Schuler directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted in the back of the room on the west wall for the public’s review.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  The following Board Members were present: Denise Sinner, Robert Betancur, Bill Schmidt, Tony Schuler, and Jim Swenson.   Absent:  None.  Also in attendance was Janine Schmidt, Village Clerk/Treasurer and Adam Hoesing, Village Attorney.
Chairman Tony Schuler asked for a moment of silence to honor Dave Hoogestraat, Utilities Manager for the City of Pierce Nebraska who died March 3, 2016, while working on an electrical line.

Board Chairman Schuler asked if there were any changes to the agenda. There were none.  Board Chairman Schuler asked if any citizens with business not scheduled on the agenda wished to include an item providing the Village Board determines the item requires emergency action. There were none.

Tony Schuler spoke on behalf of Josh Guerue with the Leadership group.  Coach Guerue thanked Police Chief Catlin along with the Fire Department for the sendoff for the State Wrestlers.  Tony also informed Trustee Sinner that the Leadership group will be available to help with the Easter Egg Hunt.
Discussion was held regarding the Village Hall Remodel.  After discussion it was decided that a Town Hall needs to be held to get input from the public.  It is also recommended that the Village check rates with a bonding company.
Clerk Schmidt brought the idea to start a Summer Yard Award.  The award winners will have a picture taken and featured in the Mitchell Index, as well as placed on the Village webpage and social media pages.  There is also a sign that will be placed in the yard.  Pete Cawiezel asked to be on a committee to select the award winners.  Pete will ask for other volunteers to be on the committee.  It was decided to pick winners weekly from Memorial Day through Labor Day.  The area is 1 mile radius from the Village of Morrill and any employees or Board of Trustees are excluded.
Discussion was held regarding the Spring Clean-Up for the Village of Morrill 2016.  The week of April 4th through April 9th was selected and this year the dump will be open for free dumping some weekday mornings and Saturday, April 9, 2016.  This information will be published in the Mitchell Index, a note placed on utility bills and flyers will also be posted.  We will update social media to get the information out to as many residents as possible.
Clerk Schmidt informed the Board of changes to the MEAN Total Power Requirements Power Purchase Agreement for services from April 2016 through 2017.
