REGULAR MEETING
VILLAGE OF MORRILL BOARD OF TRUSTEES

APRIL 05, 2016
7:00 P.M.

A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on April 05, 2016 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village of Morrill Legion Hall.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, in the Mitchell Index, a newspaper published and of general circulation in the Village.  The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.
Chairman Tony Schuler presided and Village Clerk/Treasurer Janine Schmidt, recorded the proceedings. Chairman Schuler directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted in the back of the room on the west wall for the public’s review.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  The following Board Members were present: Denise Sinner, Robert Betancur, Bill Schmidt, Tony Schuler, and Jim Swenson.   Absent:  None.  Also in attendance was Janine Schmidt, Village Clerk/Treasurer and Kent Hadenfledt, Representing as Village Attorney.
Moved by Board Member Schmidt, seconded by Board Member Swenson, that:

1. The Minutes of the March 08, 2016 Regular Meeting be approved.

Board Chairman Schuler asked if there were any changes to the agenda. There were none.  Board Chairman Schuler asked if any citizens with business not scheduled on the agenda wished to include an item providing the Village Board determines the item requires emergency action. There were none.

Discussion was held regarding flooding issues at 3rd Avenue and 3rd Street.  Board Member Betancur provided a quote from Russell’s Excavation to raise approximately 1’ to hold back seepage water by hauling in dirt.  It was also discussed that once the dirt work is complete that rock will need to be placed.

Moved by Board Member Betancur, seconded by Board Member Swenson, to:

1. Approve the bid from Russell’s Excavation for 8,000.00.

Discussion was held regarding flooding issues from Walsh and Howard Streets.  Don Dye from M.C. Schaff offered to help look at the situation and make recommendations for improvements.  Clerk Schmidt will write a work order to make sure all catch basins are cleaned and ready for the spring and summer rain season.

Chairman Schuler presented a quote from Van Pelt Fencing to fix the fence at Legion Field at FoMo Park.  
Moved by Board Member Sinner, seconded by Board Member Betancur, to:

1. Approve the bid from Van Pelt Fencing for $972.50 to fix both sides of the chain link fence utilizing KENO funds.

Chairman Schuler presented two quotes for materials for the baseball fields.  It was decided to get more information on the quotes, delivery charges, estimated delivery times, etc.  This item has been tabled until the next meeting.

Clerk Schmidt read a letter to the Board of Trustees from Jo Ann Schneider requesting to plant a tree at the City Park as a remembrance to Nancy Flock.

Moved by Board Member Sinner, seconded by Board Member Schmidt, to:

1. Approve the planting of a tree in remembrance of Nancy Flock by having Jo Ann Schneider work with Chris Lutz to determine best variety and placement.

Clerk Schmidt reminded everyone of the Town Hall Meeting for Brownfield Assessments on Thursday, April 07 at 6:00 p.m. at the Morrill American Legion.  

Don Dye with M.C. Schaff presented a change order from Twin City Roofing for the Aluminum Coating at the Fire Hall.  Don said the change order added flute fill insulation and modified asphalt roof system.  
Moved by Board Member Schmidt, seconded by Board Member Betancur, to:

1.  Approve the change order in the amount of $7949.00 for the Fire Hall roof.

Don Dye also presented pay estimates number 1 for the work completed by Twin City Roofing for the hail damage.

1. Approve the pay estimates number 1 to Twin City Roofing for $18,889.09 for Composite Shingles; $13,954.31 for Aluminum Coating & Modified Bitumen; and $35,845.54 for Metal Roofing.

Don Dye presented change order number 1 for the Madison Avenue Street Repair.  The change order is tabled until the May meeting so the Board can reevaluate the budget.

Clerk Schmidt reminded everyone that Clean-Up Week was in full swing.  The dump is open from 8:00 to 10:00 each day this week and from 8:00 to 4:00 on Saturday.  

Clerk Schmidt informed the Board that we were awarded a grant for a new siren.  This siren will replace the siren at FoMo Park.  

Clerk Schmidt reported that once the Work Comp Audit was completed that our Workers Compensation insurance did go down by $381.66.

Moved by Board Member Schmidt, seconded by Board Member Betancur, to:

1. Approve Dylan Schneider for the Volunteer Fire Department.

An opportunity for public comment was then provided. Several topics were discussed.  Pete Cawiezel introduced Sarah Alfred, Library Director to the Village Board.  Pete also brought up that this year for Horse Creek Rendezvous Days they are going to be moving the stage to the end of the block and will need to have standard outlets available to them.  Clerk Schmidt will inform the Electrical Department and have them work with Pete.  Dean Kuncl asked if we could repair the pothole on South Center.  Clerk Schmidt will put in a work order to the Street Department.  Jim Schuck spoke about the flooding issues on 3rd and 3rd and asked if they could cut a barrow pit in and to make sure they put rock on to dirt they are going to be hauling in to help alleviate the flooding issue.  Heather Brown also shared pictures she took of the flooding at 3rd and 3rd last year with the Board.  Skip Lessert asked about the Village office remodel.  He was informed of the Village Town Hall scheduled for Monday, April 25 at 7:00 p.m. at the Legion where we will discuss the options for the Village office.
