A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on June 07, 2016 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village of Morrill Legion Hall.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, in the Mitchell Index, a newspaper published and of general circulation in the Village.  The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.
Chairman Tony Schuler presided and Village Clerk/Treasurer Janine Schmidt, recorded the proceedings. Chairman Schuler directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted in the back of the room on the west wall for the public’s review.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  The following Board Members were present: Denise Sinner, Robert Betancur, Bill Schmidt, Tony Schuler, and Jim Swenson.   Absent:  None.  Also in attendance was Janine Schmidt, Village Clerk/Treasurer and Adam Hoesing, Village Attorney.

It was reported to the Board that the Village received an unqualified opinion which is the best that you can receive.  
Luke Pankonin presented a letter to the Trustees regarding and incident that happened November 3, 2015 at the Village Park.  Mr. Pankonin thanked the Trustees for installing the safety barrier and the mulch around the slide.  Attorney Hoesing stated that the claim had been turned over to our insurance carrier and we are waiting to acquire the findings from their investigation.

Nate James, Journeyman Lineman for the Village Electrical Department discussed the fact that the baseball field’s lighting was in need of repair. AN ORDINANCE OF THE VILLAGE OF MORRILL, NEBRASKA, VACATING  A PORTION OF alley WEST OF JEFFERSON AVENUE AND EAST OF MADISON AVENUE, ABUTTING A PORTION OF FORMER McKINLEY STREET (VACATED), AND BEING A STRIP OF LAND APPROXIMATELY 50’ BY 20’ LOCATED IN THE NW ¼ OF SECTION 15, TOWNSHIP 23 NORTH, RANGE 57 WEST OF THE 6TH P.M., IN THE VILLAGE OF MORRILL, SCOTTS BLUFF COUNTY, NEBRASKA.


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CHAIRPERSON AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF MORRILL, NEBRASKA: 


SECTION 1.  Scotts Bluff County School District No. 79-0011 (“Morrill Public Schools”) submitted a Final Plat for the following described property (the “Final Plat”), which is attached to this Ordnance as Exhibit A:

Lot 1A, Block 2, Second Addition, a Replat of Lots 1, 11, and 12, Block 2, Second Addition to the Village of Morrill, Scotts Bluff County, Nebraska and also Tax Lot 24 and a portion of vacated McKinley Street and Alley, Situated in the Northwest Quarter of § 15, Township 23 North, Range 57 West of the 6th P.M., Scotts Bluff County Nebraska.


SECTION 2.  
The Final Plat called for the vacation of McKinley Street west of Jefferson Avenue and east of Madison Avenue, a strip of land Approximately 60’ by 300’ located in the NW ¼ of Section 15, Township 23 North, Range 57 West of the 6th P.M., in the Village of Morrill, Scotts Bluff County, Nebraska.  That portion of McKinley Street was not used or operated as a street, and the Village of Morrill approved the Final Plat and accordingly vacated that portion of McKinley Street via ordinance.


SECTION 3.
The ordinance vacating McKinley Street, described in Section 2 above, did not vacate a portion of the Alley between Jefferson Avenue and Madison Avenue, abutting the portion of vacated McKinley Street described in Section 2 above, being a strip of land approximately 50’ by 20’.  The approved Final Plat called for the vacation of that portion Alley as well.


SECTION 4.  
Wherefore the portion of the Alley between Jefferson Avenue and Madison Avenue, abutting the portion of vacated McKinley Street described in Section 2 above, being a strip of land approximately 50’ by 20’ in the Northwest Quarter of § 15, Township 23 North, Range 57 West of the 6th P.M., Scotts Bluff County Nebraska, is now vacated.


SECTION 5.  This Ordinance shall take effect and be in force following its passage, approval, and publication as required by law.

ORDINANCE NO.  

AN ORDINANCE OF THE VILLAGE OF MORRILL, NEBRASKA, AMENDING SECTION 33.03 OF THE VILLAGE OF MORRILL, NEBRASKA CODE OF ORDINANCES; PROVIDING FOR THE TIME, DATE AND PLACE OF REGULAR MONTHLY MEETINGS; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CHAIRPERSON AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF MORRILL, NEBRASKA:

SECTION 1. Section 33.03 of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska Code of Ordinances is hereby amended as follows:

"Section 33.03; When; where; quorum.

A. The Board of Trustees shall hold one regular meeting per month. This meeting shall be held at a place designated by the Board of Trustees prior to the meeting on the first Tuesday of each month, except if the first Tuesday is a legal holiday or if the first Tuesday is before the fifth day of the month, then such regular meeting shall be held on the second Tuesday of the month. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Board of Trustees may, be a majority vote of the Trustees present at the regular monthly meeting immediately before, move the date of a regular monthly meeting if necessary to accommodate matters of scheduling and agenda items, provided that the monthly meeting during any month is no later than the 15th day of that month. All regular meetings shall be held at 7:00 p.m.

B. 1. At all meeting of the Board of Trustees, a majority of the Trustees shall constitute a quorum to do business. A smaller number may adjourn from day to day and may compel the attendance of the absent members.

2.  On the request of any two members, whether a quorum is present or not, all absent members shall be sent for and compelled to attend.

C. At the hour appointed for the meeting, the Village Clerk shall proceed to call the roll of the members and announce whether a quorum is present. If a quorum is present, the Board shall be called to order by the Chairperson."

SECTION 2. This Ordinance shall be effective on the passage of approval, and publication as required by law. The repealed section shall continue to have full force and effect for all alleged violations thereof committed before the effective date of this Ordinance.

Trustee Schmidt brought up the Morrill Traffic Code 72.17 regarding truck parking.  Discussion was held and Clerk Schmidt will have Chief of Police Catlin check into the complaint.  
An opportunity for public comment was then provided. Several topics were discussed.  Pete Cawiezel said the plans for Horse Creek Rendezvous Days is in full swing and plans are moving forward.  Pete asked the Board if the Village will supply fencing for the street dance.  Chairman Schuler instructed Clerk Schmidt to check with Van Pelt Fencing on fence sections.  Pete also inquired if WiFi was available at the Swimming Pool.  Clerk Schmidt informed Pete that currently there is no WiFi available.  Pete also said the committee for the Yard of the Week Award has canvassed the community and has picked several winners.  The winners are not notified of the award until the committee shows up with the sign and knocks on their door to congratulate them.  Tammy Cooley is the winner for Week 1.  Dean Kuncl asked if Meals on Wheels was going to be shutting down and Trustee Swenson informed Dean that he had not heard anything of that nature. 
Chief of Police Catlin gave his report to the Board of Trustees for May.  He said that it was a pretty uneventful month until the last week of school where they responded to several fights at the school.  He also informed the Board that Officer Howden has accepted a fulltime position elsewhere and will only be covering a few shifts a month.
