A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on February 06, 2024 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village of Morrill Legion Hall.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, in the Star Herald, a newspaper published of general circulation in the Village and also posted in 3 conspicuous places within the Village of Morrill.
