VILLAGE OF MORRILL BOARD OF TRUSTEES

A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on March 12, 2024 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village of Morrill Legion Hall.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, in the Star Herald, a newspaper published of general circulation in the Village and also posted in 3 conspicuous places within the Village of Morrill.   The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.
Chairman Hart presided and Village Clerk Janine Schmidt recorded the proceedings. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Hart directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted on the north wall for the public’s review. The following Board Members were present: Neal Hart, Denise Sinner, Steve Engleman, Tony Schuler and Paul Adams.  Also in attendance was Village Attorney Jacob Swanson, Simmons Olsen Law Firm.
Moved by Member Schuler and seconded by Member Adams to approve the agenda.

Moved by Member Sinner and seconded by Member Hart that the minutes from March 12, 2024 Regular Meeting and March 28, 2024 special Meeting be approved.

Moved by Member Sinner and seconded by Member Engleman to approve the March 31, 2024 Treasurer’s Report be approved.

Chairman Hart asked if any citizens with business not scheduled on the agenda wished to include an item providing the Village Board determines the item requires emergency action. There were no emergency items.
Next on the agenda was consideration regarding relocation of home from 221 Monroe Avenue to 80847 CR D.  Josh Hopkins shared that they are working with Star House Moving to relocate his home.  They have a preliminary route leaving Monroe and going down Webster to the South Morrill Road to CR D.  Josh met with Nate James, Journeyman Lineman Foreman for the Village of Morrill and they felt that was the best route.  Star House Moving is responsible for getting all the permits prior to moving the home and contacting WAPA, State Highway Department, BNSF and Scotts Bluff County to get the proper permits and permissions.  Star House also needs to get with the Village of Morrill Office and obtain their Occupational Tax and provide insurance information prior to the move.  There is also a deposit that will need to be paid prior to the move.  Josh agreed that once the house was moved off the property, he would maintain the property and also push in the basement and fill it in.  Josh shared that someone is interested in purchasing the property currently and would like to either build or bring in a home to place on the foundation.  Either way, Josh said he would take care of the property until the sale.  Moved by Member Adams and seconded by Member Schuler to approve the relocation of the home from 221 Monroe Ave to 80847 CR D as long as all the permits and permissions are granted and the insurance, tax and deposit is paid to the Village of Morrill.

Next on the agenda was discussion regarding the Fire Department Retirement and Incentive Plan.  Attorney Swanson shared that he was in contact with Joe Stump regarding the plan and contract, however Mr. Stump is busy with taxes at this time and would reach out to Chief Hinman once his schedule slowed down to work on a contract.
The Fire Department met and voted to approve the Fire Chief as the Certification Administrator for the Fire Department Retirement Plan.  Moved by Member Schuler and seconded by Member Hart to appoint Chief Matt Hinman as the Certification Administrator.

Moved by Member Schuler and seconded by Member Adams to approve a KENO request in the amount of $2000.00 for whiskey barrels, soil and plants for the Village beautification project.

An opportunity for public comment was provided.  Public comments were as follows:  Pete Cawiezel shared that Yard of the Week starts Memorial Day weekend and runs through Labor Day weekend.  Horsecreek Rendezvous Days planning is moving along.  The band is booked and the parade, car show and activities in the park are still scheduled.  Pete thanked the Village of Morrill for their support and for the good working relationship.  Pam Adams shared that the Subway Building needs to be taken care of because of the overgrowth and weeds.  Clerk Schmidt will give the PD a work order and if no action is taken the Village will mow and charge the owner.  Joseph Conrad stated he is sad that the house is moving from Monroe but also understands the reasoning and hopes that someone purchases the property and puts in a new home.  Stacia Smith shared she is wanting to hold a Village wide garage sale from May 31st to June 3.  She said that people can either have the sales at their homes or utilize FoMo Park for the sale and she would have a map of the sales.  She would also like to have pickleball, horseshoe and basketball events happening.  She shared that she would encourage people to utilize the Legion for the Friday night meal and also the Sunday morning breakfast along with other area businesses.  Chairman Hart shared that Stacia should be on the agenda for the May meeting to discuss the event, etc.  Joseph Conrad thanked the Village for the removal of the vandalized dugouts and shared that FoMo park looks so nice without the falling down dugouts.  Matt Hinman thanked the board for the upgrade to the Fire Hall electrical system. He also shared the Fire Department is hosting a Soup Supper on April 20th from 5pm to 7pm. 
The Village Board then received written reports from departments.  
The next item on the agenda was the approval of bills and expenses.  Clerk Schmidt Scotts Bluff County Region 22s invoice was incorrect when sent and she received a new invoice for the corrected amount. It was moved by Member Schuler and seconded by Member Hart to approve all claims as presented with the correction for Region 22 to pay the added amount of 122.95.
