A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on May 07, 2024 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village of Morrill Legion Hall.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, in the Star Herald, a newspaper published of general circulation in the Village and also posted in 3 conspicuous places within the Village of Morrill.   The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.
Chairman Hart presided and Village Clerk Janine Schmidt recorded the proceedings. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Hart directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted on the north wall for the public’s review. The following Board Members were present: Neal Hart, Denise Sinner, Steve Engleman, Tony Schuler and Paul Adams.  Also in attendance was Village Attorney Libby Stobel, Simmons Olsen Law Firm.

She has a craft show lined up with vendors at the city park and events at FoMo utilizing the basketball courts, horseshoe pits, pickle ball courts, etc.  She has also been working with the schools to do a sidewalk chalk art project. 

Next on the agenda was a Dump Key request from Nick Lara and Kaden Purviance for tree branches.  Moved by Member Adams and seconded by Member Engleman to allow In-Law Ag to put a lock on the dump so they can access afterhours to dump tree limbs only.  Clerk Schmidt will work with Libby from Simmons Olsen and get an agreement in place for Nick and Kaden to sign, as well as Tim Lawrence since he also has access.

An opportunity for public comment was provided.  Public comments were as follows:  Pete thanked Stacia Smith for putting together the Community Event/Garage Sale and said he would share the flyers on all of the pages he manages on social media.  Yard of the Week begins Memorial Day weekend and runs through Labor Day weekend.  Horsecreek Rendezvous Days planning is coming along nicely.  The band for the street dance has been selected and the events will include a parade, kids’ parade, free BBQ at the park at noon and afternoon entertainment at the park, along with the car show.  Tony Schuler shared that he would like to see the Village Ordinances looked over because he feels that some of them are out of date.  He also shared that the only reason he voted no to giving out dump keys is because it makes it hard to draw the line on who can have a key and who cannot have a key.  Tony shared that in the past there was a huge issue that cost the Village $150,000 to clean up the dump because keys were given out to community members and businesses and they made keys for others and all kinds of items that weren’t supposed to be dumped were left for the Village to clean up.  Tony shared that it was nothing personal against anyone regarding the key, he just does not want the same issue as before.
