REGULAR MEETING
VILLAGE OF MORRILL BOARD OF TRUSTEES

July 11, 2023
7:00 P.M.

A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on July 11, 2023 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village of Morrill Legion Hall.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, in the Star Herald, a newspaper published of general circulation in the Village and also posted in 3 conspicuous places within the Village of Morrill.   The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.
Chairman Hart presided and Village Clerk Janine Schmidt recorded the proceedings. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Hart directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted on the north wall for the public’s review. The following Board Members were present: Neal Hart, Denise Sinner, Tony Schuler, Paul Adams and Steve Engleman.   Also in attendance was Village Attorney Adam Hoesing, Simmons Olsen Law Firm
1. Moved by Member Engleman and seconded by Member Hart to approve the agenda.     
YEAS: Hart, Sinner, Engleman, Schuler and Adams. NAYS: None. ABSENT: None.
2. Moved by Member Sinner and seconded by Member Engleman that the minutes from June 6, 2023 Meeting be approved.
YEAS: Hart, Sinner, Engleman, Schuler and Adams. NAYS: None. ABSENT: None.
3. Moved by Member Sinner and seconded by Member Hart to approve the June 30, 2023 Treasurer’s Report be approved.
YEAS: Hart, Sinner, Engleman, Schuler and Adams. NAYS: None. ABSENT: None.
Chairman Hart asked if any citizens with business not scheduled on the agenda wished to include an item providing the Village Board determines the item requires emergency action. There were no emergency items.
4. Moved by Member Schuler and seconded by Member Hart to approve Payments for the Owner-Occupied Rehab Community Development Block Grant.
YEAS: Hart, Sinner, Engleman, and Schuler. NAYS: Adams. ABSENT: None.
5. Moved by Member Schuler and seconded by Member Adams to approve the KENO request for High Plains Riot in the amount of $1,000.
YEAS: Hart, Sinner, Engleman, and Schuler. NAYS: Adams. ABSENT: None.
6. A request was made by Tim Lawrence/A Lifetime of Care Tree Service to have access to the Morrill dump for tree branches.  Moved by Member Adams and seconded by Member Sinner to approve Tim to put his lock on the Village Dump for a trial period and that Tim would be willing to help out at the dump during cleaning, burning, etc., if needed and that only tree branches from trimming of Morrill residents would be allowed.
YEAS: Hart, Sinner, Engleman and Adams. NAYS: Schuler. ABSENT: None.

7. Discussion was held regarding the Fire Hall Roof and the insurance adjuster’s estimate for damages to the roof.  Don Dye with M.C. Schaff shared a drawing of the roof and discussed a recommendation for repairs to the roof from a local roofing contractor.  Moved by Member Schuler and seconded by Member Engleman for M.C. Schaff to put together plans for replacing the roof with the EPDM and bringing to the Board at the August meeting.
YEAS: Hart, Sinner, Engleman, Schuler and Adams. NAYS: None. ABSENT: None.

8. Next discussion took place regarding a stop sign resolution.  Morrill currently has two areas where stop signs were installed but never approved by a resolution and a request for an additional location for a stop sign.  Moved by Member Schuler and seconded by Member Engleman to amend the proposed resolution correcting the directions of the stop sign locations from N/S to E/W at Franklin and Adams and from E/W to N/S at Adams and Hamilton.  YEAS: Hart, Sinner, Engleman and Schuler. NAYS: Adams. ABSENT: None.  After more discussion was held it was Moved by Member Engleman and seconded by Member Schuler to remove the proposed stop sign installation at Adams and Hamilton.  YEAS: Hart, Sinner, Engleman and Schuler. NAYS: Adams. ABSENT: None.  Moved by Member Schuler and seconded by Member Hart to approve and adopt the resolution as amended above.  YEAS: Hart, Sinner, Engleman and Schuler. NAYS: Adams. ABSENT: None.
9. Next on the agenda was discussion from Adam with Simmons Olsen and a follow-up to the discussion from the June meeting regarding liabilities to the Village regarding police officers on call not having access to a Village vehicle to respond to emergencies. The Village would cover a police officer in their personal vehicle if involved in an accident if responding to being called out and on duty.  Mr. Hoesing said that it would be a tough claim for a victim to hold the Village liable in the case that an officer was not able to respond due to having to stop and get their patrol unit from the Police Department.
10. Rendezvous Days was discussed by Kim Lessert and a checklist had been shared earlier to Clerk Schmidt for items the Village is responsible in completing.  Neal Hart thanked the Morrill Lady Lions Basketball team for all of their hard work cleaning up our park for Rendezvous days.  They cleaned the picnic tables, shelter, bathrooms as well as pulled weeds.
11. Next on the agenda was discussion on LARM Insurance Renewal and a Resolution for the 2023-2024 Fiscal Year.  Moved by Member and seconded by Member to approve the Resolution for Village Insurance with LARM for a term of 3 years with 180-day notice of possible termination clause.  YEAS: Hart, Sinner, Engleman, Schuler and Adams. NAYS: None. ABSENT: None.
12. An opportunity for public comment was provided.  Public comments were as follows: Gordon Beavers presented materials to the board regarding issues with a neighbor involving an addition that was added to the neighbor’s property in 2011.  Other issues pertain to tree leaves falling into his gutters and water from the neighbors’ sprinklers hitting his property.  Tim Lawrence suggested that allowing police officers a mileage allowance while on call.  Tim also asked about the fence at the Preschool and was directed to contact the School Board.
13. The Village Board then received written reports from departments.  
14. The next item on the agenda was the approval of bills and expenses.  It was moved by Member Schuler and seconded by Member Hart to approve all claims as presented.
