A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on January 11, 2022 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village of Morrill Legion Hall.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, in the Voice News, a newspaper published and of general circulation in the Village and also posted in 3 conspicuous places within the Village of Morrill.   The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.
Chairman Schuler presided and Village Clerk Janine Schmidt recorded the proceedings. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Schuler directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted in the back of the room on the west wall for the public’s review. The following Board Members were present: Bill Schmidt, Paul Adams, Tony Schuler and Denise Sinner.  Neal Hart was absent.  Also in attendance was Village Attorney Adam Hoesing.

Next on the agenda was board discussion regarding the beef processing facility idea.  The board felt it was important to have a meeting with Mr. Weborg to hear the proposal for the facility.  Mr. Weborg will be asked to come to the February Regular Board Meeting to discuss the facility and answer questions.

An opportunity for public comment was provided.  Public comments were as follows:  
Pete Cawiezel thanked the Village for supporting the Christmas Lighting Contest.  Pete reported that the band has been confirmed for Rendezvous Days which will be held on July 16th.  Russell Mills stated that in his opinion the beef processing facility is worthy of consideration by the board and we should not just ignore the opportunity.  Mr. Mills feels it is important that the board gather all the information and check out all options.  Britt Bowen also spoke regarding the beef processing facility and said he felt the board needs to gather all of the information, both the good and the bad, and make an informed decision.  Tony Schuler stated that he wanted to let the public know that no property has been pinpointed for the beef processing facility at the time.  Tony said the conversation he had with Mr. Weborg was mostly what are they looking for as far as needs and that Tony wants the public to be informed and involved in the process.  Tony also gave his deepest condolences to the Ritz-Callahan family on the passing of Randall.
