REGULAR MEETING
VILLAGE OF MORRILL BOARD OF TRUSTEES

A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on February 07, 2023 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village of Morrill Legion Hall.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, in the Star Herald, a newspaper published and of general circulation in the Village and also posted in 3 conspicuous places within the Village of Morrill.   The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.
Chairman Hart presided and Village Clerk Janine Schmidt recorded the proceedings. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Hart directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted on the north wall for the public’s review. The following Board Members were present: Neal Hart, Denise Sinner, Tony Schuler and Steve Engleman.  Trustee Adams arrived at 7:02 p.m. Also in attendance was Village Attorney John Selzer.
1. Moved by Member Sinner and seconded by Member Hart to approve the agenda and move item #14 to before #9.
YEAS: Hart, Sinner, Engleman, Schuler and Adams. NAYS: None. ABSENT: None.

2. Moved by Member Schuler and seconded by Member Engleman that the minutes from January 10, 2023 Meeting be approved.
YEAS: Hart, Sinner, Engleman, Schuler and Adams. NAYS: None. ABSENT: None.

3. Moved by Member Sinner and seconded by Member Adams to approve the January 31, 2023 Treasurer’s Report.
YEAS: Hart, Sinner, Engleman, Schuler and Adams. NAYS: None. ABSENT: None.

Chairman Hart asked if any citizens with business not scheduled on the agenda wished to include an item providing the Village Board determines the item requires emergency action. There were no emergency items.
4. Next on the agenda was Approval of Owner-Occupied Rehab Projects for CDBG. Bryan Venable with PADD said there were two properties moving forward both for energy improvements.  One is estimated at $24,000 and the other is estimated at $18,425.

5. Steve Engleman and Librarian Sarah Alfred presented to the board information on the furnace at the library and issues they have been having.  Trustee Engleman also presented some estimates for repair and replacement of the furnace.  Moved by Member Adams and seconded by Member Engleman to approve the estimate from Gering Valley Plumbing and Heating for a new furnace.

6. Moved by Member Schuler and seconded by Member Sinner to purchase the dump truck from Aulick for $38,500 and removing the red dump truck from service using the $25,000 budgeted in the Street Dept. for a vehicle and using $13,500 from the Electric Dept. and holding off on purchasing the pole setter and auger until next budget.

7. Moved by Member Heart and seconded by Member Schuler to give Denise Sinner $300.00 from KENO funds for the Annual Easter Egg Hunt scheduled for Saturday, April 8, 2023 at the Morrill Park.
YEAS: Hart, Sinner, Engleman, Schuler and Adams. NAYS: None. ABSENT: None.
8. Next on the agenda was consideration to hire a part-time park employee for the summer.  Chairman Hart said he talked to Chad Kearns and that Chad wanted to keep taking care of the parks for this summer.  Neal said that he didn’t feel at this time there was any need to discuss any other help needed.  No action was taken.
9. Moved by Member Schuler and seconded by Member Sinner to Adopt Resolution 23-01 to Authorize Membership in the League Insurance Government Heath Team (LIGHT) and Approve the Interlocal Agreement.

10. Discussion was held regarding the old fire truck that is outside of the fire hall.  Trustee Schuler will contact Aulick and also Steve Schanaman to see if he can see if there is any interest for them to purchase and will report back at a future board meeting.
11. Next on the agenda is an ordinance from M.E.A.N. regarding renewable energy.  Moved by Member Sinner and seconded by Member Hart to Waive the Three Readings on Ordinance D-366.

Moved by Member Hart and seconded by Member Sinner to adopt ordinance D-366 and authorize Chairman Hart to sign.

An Ordinance Authorizing and Directing Execution of the Green Energy Program Subscription Confirmation by the Village of Morrill, Nebraska, with the Municipal Energy Agency of Nebraska; to Prescribe the time when this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect. 

Published in pamphlet form.

12. An opportunity for public comment was provided.  Public comments were as follows: Pete Cawiezel shared that there is an online auction for the old jail cell that was in Morrill and would like to try to purchase it personally and set it by the Library if there is room.  There will be a benefit for the young man who has cancer at the Legion on February 25th at 5:00 p.m.  Chili will be served.  Denise Sinner shared there will be a craft fair at the Legion on April 15th.  See Denise if you would like to be a vendor as she has forms.  Neal Hart shared that he attended his first water board meeting and Tony Schuler is still the chairman.  Neal shared that last year we have pumped 125,000 million gallons in one year from that field.  Neal Hart also shared he would like to move toward a consent agenda for ordinary agenda items.  Other board members felt it was better to go over each item separately.   
13. The Village Board then received written reports from departments.  
14. The next item on the agenda was the approval of bills and expenses.  It was moved by Member Adams and seconded by Member Sinner to approve all claims as presented.
