A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on March 07, 2023 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village of Morrill Legion Hall.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, in the Star Herald, a newspaper published and of general circulation in the Village and also posted in 3 conspicuous places within the Village of Morrill.   The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.
Chairman Hart presided and Village Clerk Janine Schmidt recorded the proceedings. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Hart directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted on the north wall for the public’s review. The following Board Members were present: Neal Hart, Denise Sinner, Tony Schuler, Paul Adams and Steve Engleman.   Also in attendance was Village Attorney Kent Hadenfeldt.
1. Moved by Member Schuler and seconded by Member Sinner to approve the agenda moving agenda item 2021-2022 Audit Report/Finding to when Jim Gardner arrives, as the next agenda item as Mr. Gardner is running late to the meeting.

Once the signs are installed Clerk Schmidt will have conversations with any members of the public requesting, they only come to the dump when dropping off items.

14. Discussion was held regarding Pickle Ball Courts at FoMo Park.  Neal will check into pricing regarding painting lines and nets.  We will bring this back to the April meeting.
15. An opportunity for public comment was provided.  Public comments were as follows: Denise Sinner shared that the Easter Egg Hunt will be held on Sunday, April 2nd at 2:00 p.m.  Denise also shared that there will be a Craft Fair at the Legion on April 15th from 9:00 to 3:00 and they currently have 32 booths.  The Ladies Auxiliary will be serving lunch.  Pete Cawiezel thanked the board for moving quickly to get the furnace fixed at the library.  Pete also shared that Yard of the Week will start up Memorial Weekend and runs through Labor Day and everyone is eligible for the award.  Tod Austin shared that he was disappointed to find out the Village has been purchasing products outside of the Village that could have been purchased locally.  Tod shared that he was not approached regarding the tools and cabinet that was ordered and he didn’t believe Morrill Hardware had either.  Tod emphasized that it is important to buy locally and support local businesses especially when they pay utilities and taxes to help support the Village.  Tod shared that he sells more items to Mitchell and Lyman’s Fire Departments by ten-fold than to the Morrill Fire Department.  Tod feels that the Village Board sets the budgets and they should have some say as to where the supplies should be purchased. 
16. The Village Board then received written reports from departments.  Trustee Schuler asked about framed poles that are laying out in the country and if they were going to be put up any time soon.  Chairman Hart stated they are just waiting for nicer weather.
