A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on March 8, 2022 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village of Morrill Legion Hall.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, in the Voice News, a newspaper published and of general circulation in the Village and also posted in 3 conspicuous places within the Village of Morrill.   The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.
Chairman Schuler presided and Village Clerk Janine Schmidt recorded the proceedings. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Schuler directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted in the back of the room on the west wall for the public’s review. Paul Adams asked about the CBDG Public Works grant and the progress.  Clerk Schmidt reported that M.C. Schaff is currently working on drawings and trying to get in touch with BNSF regarding right of way.  Marilyn Engleman asked about the meat packing plant and if they were still coming to Morrill.  Chairman Schuler said that the last conversation he had with Mr. Weborg was that they were looking at some other potential sites and we haven’t heard back.  Ed Schwindt reported that when he was on the Fire Department that members had to live in the Village limits.
