REGULAR MEETING
VILLAGE OF MORRILL BOARD OF TRUSTEES

April 11, 2023

A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on April 11, 2023 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village of Morrill Legion Hall.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, in the Star Herald, a newspaper published and of general circulation in the Village and also posted in 3 conspicuous places within the Village of Morrill.   The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.
ProTemp Adams presided and Village Clerk Janine Schmidt recorded the proceedings. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Adams directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted on the north wall for the public’s review. The following Board Members were present: Denise Sinner, Tony Schuler, Paul Adams and Steve Engleman.   Absent was Neal Hart.  Also in attendance was Village Attorney Adam Hoesing.
1. Moved by Member Sinner and seconded by Member Schuler to approve the agenda.

2. Moved by Member Engleman and seconded by Member Sinner that the minutes from March 07, 2023 Meeting be approved.

3. Moved by Member Sinner and seconded by Member Engleman to approve the February 28, 2023 Revised Treasurer’s Report and the March 30, 2023 Treasurer’s Report be approved.

ProTemp Adams asked if any citizens with business not scheduled on the agenda wished to include an item providing the Village Board determines the item requires emergency action. There were no emergency items.
4. Next on the agenda was solar discussion with Stephen Hoogland.  Discussion took place between Stephen, Matt Reed and Carol Brehm with M.E.A.N., the board and Attorney Hoesing.  No action was taken as more information is needed such as how large of a project Stephen is looking at and the cost comparison for both Stephen and the Village along with contracts that would need signed, etc.
5. Next was consideration of the Resolution to Enforce 10 Minute Parking on Center Avenue.  No motion was made to adopt the Resolution therefore no action was taken.
6. Agenda item regarding Pickle Ball Courts at FoMo Park will be on the agenda for May and Chairman Hart was absent from the meeting and the board didn’t have any information.  

7. Moved by Member Engleman and seconded by Member Sinner to adopt approve the Time and Material Work Order with TK Elevators for elevator repairs at the library with a cap of 2 hours.

8. Moved by Member Adams and seconded by Member Schuler to approve KENO funds request for flowers and potting soil for the whiskey barrel posts along Highway 26 and also Center Avenue in the amount of $600.00

9. An opportunity for public comment was provided.  Public comments were as follows: Pete Cawiezel thanked the board for supporting the library and shared that the elevator is used quite a bit by patrons and also to move items from each floor.  Yard of the Week will begin Memorial Day and continue through Labor Day.  Horsecreek Rendezvous Days will be held July 15th and there are a few changes.  The free BBQ will be held at noon in the park this year.  The Grand Marshals for the parade will be the Morrill Community Development Group.  Paul Adams congratulated Clerk Janine Schmidt on winning Municipal Clerk of the Year for Villages in the State of Nebraska.  Barry Schaeffer introduced himself as the Superintendent of the Morrill Public Schools and shared that he will be attending meetings as he can.  He wants to keep a good relationship between the school and the Village.
