A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on April 12, 2022 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village of Morrill Legion Hall.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, in the Voice News, a newspaper published and of general circulation in the Village and also posted in 3 conspicuous places within the Village of Morrill.   The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.
Chairman Schuler presided and Village Clerk Janine Schmidt recorded the proceedings. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Schuler directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted in the back of the room on the west wall for the public’s review. The following Board Members were present: Paul Adams, Tony Schuler, Neal Hart, Bill Schmidt and Denise Sinner.  Also in attendance was Village Attorney Kent Hadenfeldt.

Fire Chief Matt Hinman requested $2,286.38 for one half of security camera equipment for the Fire Hall.  The board requested Chief Hinman discuss with the Rural Fire Board to see if they would be willing to split the costs with each paying 1/3.   Moved by Member Hart and seconded by Member Adams to table the item until the May meeting.

The Village of Henry requested the Morrill consider quoting to do Police Services and Water Meter Reading and Billing for Henry.  No one from Henry was in attendance at the meeting.  The board feels that Henry needs to continue working with Lyman as Morrill will not be able to do the services cheaper than Lyman has proposed.  Morrill does not want to get in the middle of anything that may be happening between the two communities.  No action was taken.

Discussion was held regarding the roll off dumpster on Center Avenue and what the intentions are of having the dumpster available at not cost to the residents of Morrill.  No action was taken. An opportunity for public comment was provided.  Public comments were as follows:  Ed Schwindt reported that there is a pile of debris that Ed feels is getting larger on the North side of the drainage ditch East of Morrill.  This area is located in Scotts Bluff County and the Village of Morrill does not have any jurisdiction over the property.  Ed also reported that his neighbors have over 40 cats running around.  He said that they dump the cat litter into the trash dumpsters.  Ed also reported that some other people were dumping chicken waste from their chicken coop into the dumpsters.  Ed said he doesn’t think that these items should be placed into the dumpsters.  Ed would also like TDS to put what items can be put into the dumpsters instead of what cannot because it seems like the cannot list keeps growing.  Clerk Schmidt reported that M.C. Schaff is about 90% complete on the plans for the Public Works project.  The permits have been submitted to the railroad we are expecting a 6–8-week timeframe to receive those out.  Once the permits are approved, we will be able to proceed with bidding the project.  Denise Sinner reported that the Easter Egg Hunt had over 500 people.  Matt Hinman shared that if anyone has any questions or concerns regarding the Fire Department to please reach out to him.
