
REGULAR MEETING
VILLAGE OF MORRILL BOARD OF TRUSTEES

MAY 12, 2020
7:00 P.M.
A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on May 12, 2020 at 7:00 p.m. via telephone conference call.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, in the Voice News, a newspaper published and of general circulation in the Village and had been posted at three conspicuous places throughout the Village limits.  The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, phone numbers to dial in and that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.
Chairman Tony Schuler presided and Village Clerk, Janine Schmidt, recorded the proceedings. The following Board Members were present:  Tony Schuler, Paul Adams, Josh Hopkins, Denise Sinner and Bill Schmidt.  Village Attorney, Adam Hoesing also joined the call.  Chairman Schuler directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted on the wall for the public’s review and also on the Village’s webpage.  

Chairman Schuler asked if any citizens with business not scheduled on the agenda wished to include an item providing the Village Board determines the item requires emergency action. There were none.  No emergency items were presented for the agenda.
Moved by Board Member Hopkins, and Seconded by Board Member Sinner, to approve the agenda and the order of items.

Pete said they were going to look at people who were new to town and concentrate on their properties first.  Pete reported they are moving forward with Horsecreek Rendezvous Days scheduled for Saturday, July 18th.  Teresa Shaw asked if the pool was going to be opening this year.  Josh Hopkins wanted to acknowledge Clerk Schmidt for the efforts on obtaining the grant for the police vehicle.  Chairman Schuler thanked Clerk Schmidt for her work on the grant.  Tony also reported that the Fire Department was going to apply for a grant for a pumper/tanker for the Village of Morrill.  Paul Adams reported that Art Steiner is frustrated because he does not have a deed for the property he wants to purchase.  Attorney Hoesing is going to set up a closing date.  Paul also requested that we look at widening the gate at the Electrical Department to a double gate.  This will be on the next agenda.  Paul also expressed his frustration regarding the Village Office being closed to the public and he wants to see it open and to open the town.
