A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on June 05, 2018 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village of Morrill Legion Hall.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, in the Voice News, a newspaper published and of general circulation in the Village and had been posted at three conspicuous places throughout the Village limits.  The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.

Chairman Tony Schuler presided and Village Clerk, Janine Schmidt, recorded the proceedings. Chairman Schuler directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted on the wall for the public’s review.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. Swimming Pool rates were discussed.  Tony compared Morrill’s rates to Mitchell, Scottsbluff and Gering.  Our family pass rates are higher than all the other communities, however we were lower on the individual passes.  Most of the passes that are sold are not family passes, but either a youth or junior pass.  The Board chose to leave the rates the same as they decided in October 2017.

Public comment was then received from the public attending the meeting.  Kim Lessert reported that her house sewer and plumbing were roughed in.  Kim also reported that for Horsecreek Rendezvous Days concern about the parade route with the construction happing on Madison Avenue.  They had discussed cancelling the parade or having and alternate route.  The project should be completed along the parade route prior to the parade, but the committee will come up with an alternate route if needed.  Pete Cawiezel reported that the Yard of the Month program kicked off last weekend.  They have chosen some additional potential yards for this honor.  Paul Adams reported that the electrical crew were clocking in at the Village Office now and hoped that Josh Hopkins will have the golf course employees clocking in at the Village Office soon.  Josh Hopkins reported he was waiting to hear if the keypad was installed and would talk to the employees the next day.  Paul Adams also discussed the Farmer’s Market moving to FoMo Park for this season and that we will try our best to get things set up for them and see how this first year goes before trying to make any changes.  Tony Schuler reported that he left the Fire Department meeting the week before and found a Village vehicle with the windows rolled down and the keys left inside.  Tony locked the vehicle and gave the keys to Clerk Schmidt.  The employees were talked to and it was agreed that all vehicles will be locked and keys put inside the buildings each night.
