A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on June 07, 2022 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village of Morrill Legion Hall.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, in the Voice News, a newspaper published and of general circulation in the Village and also posted in 3 conspicuous places within the Village of Morrill.   The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.
Chairman Schuler presided and Village Clerk Janine Schmidt recorded the proceedings. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Schuler directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted in the back of the room on the west wall for the public’s review. The following Board Members were present: Paul Adams, Tony Schuler, Neal Hart, and Denise Sinner.  Bill Schmidt was absent when the meeting was called to order but joined the meeting at 7:19 p.m.  Also in attendance was Village Attorney Kent Hadenfeldt.

An opportunity for public comment was provided.  Public comments were as follows:  Pete Cawiezel shared that Yard of the Week has started and they have given two awards.  Both properties are first time winners and the recipients were quite pleased.  The Rendezvous Days committee is meeting weekly now on Wednesday at the Rustic at 6:00 p.m. if anyone is interested in joining the meeting to help out.  Tony Schuler gave an update on the pool.  The surfacing company finished the crack repairs today.  They had wanted to start the project much earlier in the Spring but the weather did not cooperate as the temperatures were too low.  The Street & Alley department will pressure wash the pool starting Wednesday and finish on Thursday.  Tim and Matt have training on Friday and are not available to paint until Monday.  The crew will begin painting the pool on Monday and the paint will need to cure for 7 days before we can start filling the pool.  Van Pelt Fencing is currently there working on the fence area and the pool shade/awing is up and ready to provide shade!  The Pool will be open and free to the public for Rendezvous Days on July 16th.
