A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on August 09, 2022 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village of Morrill Legion Hall.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, in the Voice News, a newspaper published and of general circulation in the Village and also posted in 3 conspicuous places within the Village of Morrill.   The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.
Chairman Schuler presided and Village Clerk Janine Schmidt recorded the proceedings. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Schuler directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted on the north wall for the public’s review. The following Board Members were present: Paul Adams, Tony Schuler, Neal Hart, Bill Schmidt and Denise Sinner.  Also in attendance was Village Attorney Adam Hoesing.

Moved by Member Sinner and seconded by Member Hart, that the agenda be approved.

Pete Cawiezel discussed needing some additional lights and possible bows for the Christmas decorations.  The last list he had received was dated January 2022 and the Board asked Clerk Schmidt to have the Electrical Foreman get new pricing and we will discuss during our budget meeting on August 17, 2022.

Moved by Member Sinner and seconded by Member Schuler to approve the BNSF agreements to complete the CDBG Public Works Project along Railway with possible negotiations between Counsel and BNSF.

Discussion was held regarding a possible community greenhouse project for Morrill.  Questions arose as to how the greenhouse would be overseen as far as what could be planted, pesticides, overseeing the greenhouse, etc.  It was decided that possibly a committee could be formed to do some research for grants, processes other communities use, etc.  Clerk Schmidt will advertise for community members who are interested in the project on Facebook and Members Schuler and Sinner are going to reach out to some resources to get some ideas.

Discussion was held regarding a request for the Village of Morrill to participate in the FEMA National Flood Insurance Program.   After looking into the program and all it entails, the Board of Trustees felt it wasn’t a good fit for Morrill.  Most of the insurance people were wanting was for the “flash flooding” that we get from heavy rain.  That isn’t covered under flood insurance so the board chose to take no action on this item.

Discussion was held regarding the Electrical Rate Study Findings and a Recommendation to M.E.A.N. to move forwards with rates.  Clerk Schmidt, Nate James the Electrical Foreman and Neal Hart will work with the team from M.E.A.N. and get some options for numbers put together for discussion next week.

An opportunity for public comment was provided.  Public comments were as follows:  Pete Cawiezel thanked the Village for their cooperation in helping with another successful Horsecreek Rendezvous Days.  Pete also reported that the Yard of the Week is winding down with the last weekend being Labor Day before the sign is retired for another season.  Tom Welsch Jr. wanted to be on the record that he was not allowed to be on the meeting agenda for a complaint against the police department for the meeting tonight.  He would like a formal complaint against the police department, the police chief and the Village Attorney because he is unable to get on the agenda and also because he cannot get a copy of a police report.  He stated he was frustrated because his girlfriend was picked up on a warrant.  Mr. Welsch stated that he and his girlfriend were at Kwik Stop, at the gas pumps, where she was arrested for the warrant and the vehicle was towed.  Mr. Welsch stated he was not driving the vehicle and he does have a suspended license and the plates on the vehicle are not valid.  Mr. Welsch also stated that the Sheriff Department had a drug dog that supposedly alerted to the vehicle which resulted in them tearing his pickup apart.  Chairman Schuler advised Mr. Welsch to contact the County Attorney regarding getting a copy of the police report and that Mr. Welsch needs to come file a formal complaint against the officer, the police chief and the attorney and each complaint would be separate.  No other discussion was held.
