A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on November 08, 2022 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village of Morrill Legion Hall.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, in the Star Herald, a newspaper published and of general circulation in the Village and also posted in 3 conspicuous places within the Village of Morrill.   The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.
Pro-Temp Hart presided and Village Clerk Janine Schmidt recorded the proceedings. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Hart directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted on the north wall for the public’s review. The following Board Members were present: Neal Hart, Denise Sinner and Paul Adams.  Absent were Schuler and Schmidt. Also in attendance was Village Attorney Kent Hadenfeldt.

Moved by Member Adams and seconded by Member Hart to approve the Resolution and Plat of Block 1R, Parker Subdivision, and Block 1R, Holcomb Second Subdivision, which is a replat of Block 1, Parker Subdivision, and Block 1, Holcomb Second Subdivision located in the NW ¼ SW ¼ and in the SW ¼ SW ¼ of Section 11, T23N, R57W, 6th P.M., Scotts Bluff County, Nebraska.

Chief Matt Hinman and Krissa Richards discussed an opportunity for apply for two grants for ambulance financing from the State of NE with COVID funding.  There is up to $150K for the purchase of an ambulance available and another $50K for equipment available.  The deadline for the grant is November 30, 2022.  Grant awards will be known toward the end of December 2022.  If awarded a grant and approval is given for purchase an agreement has to be in place for the purchase by December 31, 2023.  They will apply for the grant and also check into other funding opportunities to help make up the $150K balance that would be remaining.

Moved by Member Sinner and seconded by Member Hart to Approve the Agreement with the City of Scottsbluff for Sewer Cleaning Services.

Discussion was had regarding the Christmas Lighting Contest.  Kim Lessert presented that there is a committee that will judge properties that are decorated and registered at the Village of Morrill’s Office to be a part of the contest.  No Village employees or board members are eligible to win.  William Schultz commented that he feels in some cases this rewards bad behavior because there have been times in the past where the outside music has been too loud and the flashing lights have caused disturbances for neighbors.  Moved by Member Sinner and seconded by Member Adams to Approve the Christmas Lighting Contest for electrical portions for 5 winners of their December 2022 bills.

An opportunity for public comment was provided.  Public comments were as follows:  Pete Cawiezel shared through Clerk Schmidt that the Christmas Stroll will be held on Monday, December 5th from 6:00 to 8:00 p.m. with Santa at the Fire Hall.  William Schultz shared that he would like to see a 4 way stop vs a 2 way stop at the corner of Madison and Hamilton as people seem to just barrel through that intersection.  William also voiced his concern that the 10-minute parking in front the Post Office is not enforced and many people park there for much longer than 10 minutes.  William shared that he often comes down later in the evening and there is nowhere to park on Center Avenue and he is unable to retrieve his mail because vehicles are parked in the 10-minute parking but are clearly not at the bank or the Post Office.  Kim Lessert shared that she is concerned with visibility due to large trailers and trucks parked on streets and often times they are parked across from each other on a street causing the area between to be so narrow that there is no way any emergency vehicles would be able to get through.  Paul Adams asked about the sewer jetting that is going to start next week and wanted to know the schedule.  No other discussion was held.
