A Special Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on April 12, 2016 at 8:30 a.m. at the Village of Morrill Office.  Notice of the meeting had been posted according to law, at three conspicuous places throughout the Village limits. The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required modification.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office clerk at all times from the date of the posting of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board member.

Chairman Tony Schuler presided and Village Clerk/Treasurer Janine Schmidt, recorded the proceedings. Chairman Schuler directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted in the back of the room on the west wall for the public’s review.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  The following Board Members were present: Denise Sinner, Robert Betancur, Bill Schmidt, and Tony Schuler.   Absent:  Jim Swenson.  Also in attendance was Janine Schmidt, Village Clerk/Treasurer, Adam Hoesing, Village Attorney.

Chairman Schuler discussed the Water Resolution 14-2.   Discussion took place regarding selling water to outside companies from our hydrant and the charges associated with how we currently bill out for these charges.   Attorney Hoesing will prepare a new Resolution and bring it to the May 10, 2016 Regular Meeting for approval to section E.  The Board also asked Clerk Schmidt to contact Randy Helllbusch from Nebraska Rural Water Association and inquire about a water rate study.

Chairman Schuler discussed the bids from Arbor Rock and Spic and Span Cleaners for the Diamond Pro for the baseball fields.

Moved by Board Member Schmidt, seconded by Board Member Swenson, that:

1. The bid from Spic & Span Cleaners be approved for $185.00 per ton for the Diamond Pro Red; $74.60 per ton for the Natural Color and we purchase two pallets of the Diamond Pro Bags at $16.50 per bag delivered to the Village.  The funds will come from KENO.
