A Special Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on July 18, 2015 at 4:30 p.m. at the Village of Morrill Office.  Notice of the meeting had been posted according to law, at three conspicuous places throughout the Village limits. The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required modification.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of the posting of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board member.
Chairman Tony Schuler presided and Village Clerk/Treasurer, Janine Schmidt, recorded the proceedings. Chairman Schuler directed the public to a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted on the west wall for the public’s review. The following Board Members were present: Robert Betancur, Tony Schuler, and Bill Schmidt, Jim Swenson. The following Board Members were absent: Denise Sinner.
Moved by Board Member Schmidt, and seconded by Board Member Swenson, to:

1. Approve the absence of Board Member Sinner.

Discussion was held regarding the help provided by Simplot and Westco during the large grass fire on Monday, July 11, 2016.  Both companies provided trucks and manpower to deliver fuel and water to the crews which allowed the firefighters to continue to fight the fire.

1. Credit both Simplot and Westco $2,000.00 off their next Utility Bill with the Village of Morrill.

Discussion was then had amongst the Board Members and the Golf Department employees regarding the 2016-2017 fiscal year budget for the Golf Department. Minor changes were made from the budget from the previous fiscal year and no formal action was taken.

Discussion was then had amongst the Board Members and Tod Austin, Fire Chief regarding the 2016-2017 fiscal year budget for Sheep Creek Fire and the Fire Department and the Fire Department Sinking Fund.  Minor changes were made from the budget from the previous fiscal year and no formal action was taken.
Discussion was then had with the Village Library Board, the Village Library Department employees, and the Board of Trustees. Several items were discussed regarding the After School Program and the Summer Reading Programs.  The Board made minor changes from the previous fiscal year’s budget for the Library Department, but took no formal action or final action regarding the budget.

Discussion was then had between the Village Clerk/Treasurer and the Board of Trustees regarding the general fund budget for the 2016-2017 fiscal year. Several minor changes were made and several additional items were inquired upon. No formal action or any final action was taken on the general fund budget. 
Discussion was had amongst the Board Members regarding the KENO budget for 2016-2017 fiscal year.  Minor changes were made and no formal action or final action was taken regarding the KENO budget.

Discussion was had amongst the Board Members regarding the Sales & Use Tax budget for 2016-2017 fiscal year.  Minor changes were made and no formal action or final action was taken regarding the budget.
