A Special Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on August 24, 2017 at 8:00 a.m. at the Village of Morrill Meeting Room.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, posted at three conspicuous places throughout the Village limits.  The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.
Chairman Tony Schuler presided and Village Clerk/Treasurer, Janine Schmidt, recorded the proceedings. Chairman Schuler directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted in the back of the room on the west wall for the public’s review.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  The following Board Members were present: Tony Schuler, Josh Hopkins, Paul Adams, Kim Brost and Bill Schmidt.   
Individual Department Heads met with the Board of Trustees to review the budget for 2017-2018.  

Trustee Schmidt left the meeting at 11:30 a.m. and did not return.
Moved by Board Chairman Schuler, seconded by Board Member Brost to suspend the three readings of Ordinance D-327 Adopting a Curfew in the Village Parks and approve the ordinance.  
ORDINANCE NO. D327


An Ordinance of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska adopting provisions Prohibiting entrance into public parks; repealing ordinaces inconsistent with this ordinance; and providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Chairperson of the Board of trustees of the village of morrill, NebraskA:


Section 1:  The following section of the Village of Morrill Code of Ordinances is adopted to Chapter:
§ 93.014 Entering Parks; Prohibited; When

(A) It shall be unlawful for any person or persons to enter, be, or remain in or upon all parks or publically accessible property of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska (the “Village”) during the following hours and times:


March 1 through September 30:  10:00 PM through 6:00 AM


October 1 through the last day of February:  6:00 PM through 6:00 AM


(B) It shall not be unlawful under subsection (A) of this section for persons to use or access all parks or publically accessible property of the Village for the following reasons during the prohibited hours:



(1) To attend a special event authorized by the Village during the hours of such event, such as, but not limited to, sporting events or events related to Village designated celebrations;



(2) Duly authorized occupants or users of Village designated camping areas in such parks or properties;



(3) Police, firefighters, park attendants, or personnel of the Village, or other public law enforcement officers, while such officers or personnel are engaged in the performance of their official duties.


(C) Nothing in this section shall make Village owned property accessible to the public if such property is not designated by the Village as accessible to the public.  The Village reserves the right to prohibit public access to any and all Village-owned properties, as may be allowed by law.


(D) Violation of this section shall be considered an offense punishable and enforceable under § 10.99 of the Village Code of Ordinances.


Section 2:  All Ordinances of the Village inconsistent with the ordinances adopted in Section 1 above are hereby repealed.


Section 3.  This Ordinance shall be effective on its passage and approval, and publication as provided by law.  The repealed sections shall continue to have full force and effect for all alleged violations thereof committed before the effective date of this Ordinance.


Section 4.  Village personnel are authorized to post signs and placards which inform the public of the park access prohibitions consistent with this Ordinance, as may be amended from time to time.  The absence of such sign or placard, however, shall not prohibit the enforcement of this Ordinance.
