A Special Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on March 15, 2019 at 8:00 a.m. at the Village of Morrill Meeting Room.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, by being posted at three conspicuous places throughout the Village limits.  The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.

Chairman Tony Schuler presided and Village Clerk, Janine Schmidt, recorded the proceedings. Chairman Schuler directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted on the wall for the public’s review.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  The following Board Members were present: Tony Schuler, Josh Hopkins, and Paul Adams.  Absent was Kim Brost and Bill Schmidt.    
Moved by Board Chairman Schuler, seconded by Board Member Hopkins to approve the order of the agenda.

YEAS:  Adams, Hopkins, and Schuler.  NAYS:  None.  ABSENT:  Brost, Schmidt.

Madison Street Project was discussed.  Justin Heggem with Sunshine Holdings and Steve Shaw with Anderson Shaw Construction were also in attendance to answer any questions the board might have had regarding their bid and work history.  Justin also shared with the board pictures of his past projects.  Adam Vath and Don Dye, with M.C. Schaff also were in attendance.  Chairman Schuler said he was confident with Anderson Shaw as the general contractor but voiced his concerns with awarding the bid because of issues in the past with Justin Heggem.  Justin answered questions from Chairman Schuler regarding his past work history.  Don commented that he has worked with Anderson Shaw and Sunshine Holdings in the past and assured the board that engineers would be on location making sure the work is completed to specifications.  
Moved by Board Member Adams, seconded by Board Member Hopkins to award the Madison Street Project to Anderson Shaw construction.

Discussion was held regarding a new rate for the administrative fee.  Chairman Schuler discussed having a $5.00 fee for every meter on our Electrical system per month.  Board Member Hopkins shared that he didn’t agree that all pivots should be paying the $5.00 a month charge but maybe a reduced rate or maybe just one meter fee.  Board Member Adams said he doesn’t agree with an administrative fee for farms and commercial meters.  

Discussion was held regarding forming a Public Works Advisory Board.  It was discussed that it would be open to any citizen who is on the Village of Morrill’s utilities and would consist of six people.  The Public Works would be advisory only and wouldn’t have any voting power but would give recommendations to the Board of Trustees.  This would give the Board of Trustees another opinion on matters.  Clerk Schmidt will be in contact with Attorney Hoesing to draft a Resolution or Ordinance.

Moved by Board Chairman Schuler, seconded by Board Member Hopkins to sign a new agreement with the City of Scottsbluff for emergency sewer cleaning.
