A Special Meeting/Public Hearing of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on July 31, 2017 at 8:00 a.m. at the Village of Morrill Meeting Room.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, in the Voice News, a newspaper published and of general circulation in the Village and had been posted at three conspicuous places throughout the Village limits.  The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.
Chairman Tony Schuler presided and Village Clerk/Treasurer, Janine Schmidt, recorded the proceedings. Chairman Schuler directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted in the back of the room on the west wall for the public’s review.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  The following Board Members were present: Tony Schuler, Josh Hopkins, Paul Adams, Kim Brost and Bill Schmidt.   Also present was Village Attorney, Adam Hoesing and Paul & Stephanie Quicke.  
Discussion was held during a Public Hearing regarding a nuisance property located at 80681 East Charles, Morrill, NE.  Paul and Stephanie Quicke requested from the Board of Health more time to clean up their property that they agreed was a nuisance.  Paul Quicke said most of the vehicles do not belong to them and they requested some time for the owners to remove the vehicles.   
Moved by Board Member Schmidt, seconded by Board Member Adams to approve the Board of Health’s decision to declare 80681 East Charles Street a nuisance property and allow an additional 14 days from today for the abandoned vehicles to be removed and an additional 14 days for the weeds and other items to be cleaned.  Chief Muller will help make phone calls on behalf of the abandoned vehicles if needed.
