A Special Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on November 08, 2018 at 8:00 a.m. at the Village of Morrill Meeting Room.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, by being posted at three conspicuous places throughout the Village limits.  The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.

Currently, one of the largest budget transfers is from electrical to general to cover doing the cost of business and this ties up transfers for other funds.
